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[bookmark: _GoBack]Tom Carment is a painter of portraits and landscapes and a writer. His pictures have been exhibited in numerous solo and group exhibitions since the 1970’s and his stories and essays have been published nationally. He was the winner of the 2014 NSW Parliament Plein Air Painting Prize, the 2008 Gallipoli Art Prize, and the 2005 Mosman Art Prize. Over a hundred of Tom’s watercolours were shown in the 2014 Dobell Australian Drawing Biennial at the Art Gallery of NSW. His work has been hung in the Archibald Prize ten times, and the Wynne Prize six times. Tom’s third book, of essays, watercolours and drawings, Seven Walks – Cape Leeuwin to Bundeena (with photographs by Michael Wee) was published in late November 2014, and reprinted in April 2015. Tom Carment’s works are held by the Art Gallery of NSW, NSW State Parliament, State Library of NSW, City of Melbourne Art & Heritage Collection, Kedumba Drawing Collection, Macquarie Group Collection and many others.
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
